Rachel Espiritu presented a proposal for the web based/data base.

Georgetown University included this in the TA application to SAMHSA (As soon as they get funding, they will move forward)

This will create a database of all the e-mail exchanges by CYF Division members on our list serve and will serve as a resource categorizing the information so it is more accessible.

Also serve as a link to other resources and other data bases.

Within an overall framework the system will take messages sent each month: 

· Catalogue all previous information

· Catalogue other information and resources that would be useful

There was a positive response from the Executive Committee to this.

ACTION:  Joe suggested including CYF work plan in the database.  Recommended that the name of the data base be CYF Division

Georgetown update:  Just mailed out the Call for Proposals for Training Institutes for July 2006.

ACTION:   Minutes from the July 12th call – no changes - Sheri Falvay moved to accept as written.  Final minutes should be posted for members.

Roy Praschil update:  

1) Session on Transition at the Commissioners meeting was well received:

· IDEA Partnership NASDE – “Community of Practice” (CoP)

Work is going on in communities related to transitioning youth to adulthood through a “Community of Practice” initiative supported through the IDEA partnership and NASDE.

Roy attended a recent CoP meeting at Penn State on this. 

More interest in the future from NASMHPD and the Adult Division.

NH is involved in the Transition CoP and in a Mental Health and Schools CoP. TA and other resources can be brought to the work of CYFD members through the work of the IDEA Partnership

Kay Reitz, Ohio CYF Division member has a seed grant from the Partnership related to MH and Schools.


Joe Perry suggested having Joanne Cashman from the Idea Partnership join one of CYF Division conference calls to talk about it.  This could bring more resource to states.

                       It was suggested that the CYF Education Work Group take this on.

Joan Smyrski – suggested connect to SAMHSA Transition grants 

ACTION:  Joe Perry will work with Kay Reitz to bring Joanne Cashman to upcoming CYF conference call.

2) Shared Agenda Mental Health/Education – came out several years ago – now IDEA Partnership is sponsoring development of a similar paper on juvenile justice.  Using same approach as Community of Practice.

3) NASMHPD had been asked by SAMHSA to submit proposal to provide:

T.A. around Medicaid and financing for children’s mental health services

Provide TA to System of Care communities.  However, this plan was cancelled because the federal appropriation says only 10% can be used for T.A. and training and they had to cancel this project and some others.

Roy Praschil reported that Cheryl Bowers Stephens is the new Commissioner Advisor to the CYF Division

George Gintolli, the Board Liaison to CYF Division, resigned in South Carolina.  NASMHPD is looking for a new Board Liaison to the Division.

Chair Update:

1) Joe Perry went to the national block grant meeting:

- Trina Osher and Pat Hunt organized a children’s caucus at the meeting that reflected  concerns that: 

-
there was an inadequate focus on kids

-
did not involve families or address audiences other than adults

A two page document was drafted about how could improve the block grant meetings 

Action: Joe will share results of the Caucus this when the final daft is available.

2) Joe asked the Executive Committee how the System of Care and children’s portion of the block grant relate: 

Alaska – System of Care grants are separate.

Maine – block grant supports System of Care services

A number of states have a subcommittee of the Planning Council that is just focused on kids

Gary Blau is interested in hearing more about this. Kathryn Power supports more integrated planning efforts.

Issues about the block grant:

1) Funds Disparity (adults/kids)

2) (Different in every state) Structure of Planning Council to accommodate children’s planning

3) Stakeholder voice (family)

4) Principles/values of State Planning Committee – with the Children’s Committee – is where have more parents/voice

ACTION:  Will hear from Trina next month and continue this discussion

3) Joe indicated that we need to start planning for the next CYF Division Meeting in the summer of 2006

ACTION:  Joe will send out an invite to join a planning committee, which will meet/conference following the Division monthly meetings.

Updates from Division Committee Chairs:

Sheri Falvay, chair of Federal Issues Committee, indicated that the letter to Gary Blau about Medicaid, had been edited per comments from the Executive Committee and NASMHPD had approved of the final draft.  Next step is to send to colleagues in Child Welfare to see if they want to co-sign.

Jean Rivard reported that the Evidence-Based Practice (EBP) proposal to develop a resource guide was sent out to the EBP Committee for review.  On October 11th and 12th there is a meeting to final plans for the resource guide.  Funding is being sought to develop it.

Brita Bishop – Tribal/State Workgroup has not met – no pressing priorities at this time.

Joe posed the question:  Should CYF Division Meet Me Calls continue?


-  Consensus is as needed for hot topics (PRN basis)


-  Can also get topics on the Commissioners Meet Me calls


-  Joe will leave “Meet Me” on our CYF Division agenda as a reminder
